The U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs National Cemetery Administration has awarded the
Nebraska Department of Veterans’ Affairs nearly $8.4 million for the establishment of the Nebraska
Veterans Cemetery at Grand Island. The cemetery will be built next to the Soldiers & Sailors
Cemetery, which was part of the Grand Island Veterans’ Home. “It’s extremely important for the
state of Nebraska to serve our veterans and their families, including providing a sacred resting place
for them,” said Governor Jim Pillen. The construction is estimated to be finished in the spring of
2025.
