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Reservist Tuition Credit
Nebraska residents who are members 
of a Nebraska-based unit of the Active 
Selected Reserve may be eligible for a 
75% tuition credit (or 50% if pursuing a 
graduate or professional degree). Tuition 
credit may be granted to 200 applicants 
each calendar year who are attending 
University of Nebraska campuses, 
Nebraska state colleges, or Nebraska 
community colleges.

Eligibility
To be eligible, you must meet the following requirements:

	� Be a current Nebraska resident and member of a Nebraska-based Active Selected 
	 Reserve Unit

	� Have agreed to serve a minimum of 3 years in the reserves
	� Be pursuing a course of study leading to a degree or certificate
	� There is no lifetime limit on tuition credit for any qualifying member
